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The number of mobile bomb shelters for the northern region increased from 70 to 100, following more requests from the heads of the relevant communities. 

The mobile shelters include three larger command and control rooms for emergency teams, which manage and mediate between security forces and residents. 

The shelters will be installed next to public facilities such as synagogues, kindergartens and schools. Some of them will be placed in agricultural areas to protect workers in the open fields.

The north has not faced the threat of attack for many years and the population has grown, requiring more protective spaces. The mobile shelters that we are helping to provide will reinforce the system of existing shelters, which are mainly in the basements of apartment buildings and some, underground, dispersed within communities. In the event of rocket attacks from across the northern border, the mobile shelters will provide broader protection for anyone outside his or her home or work place or children playing outside. The specifications of the shelters and their tendering is scheduled for the coming month. They will then be manufactured and installed.
