KKL-JNF Will Provide 70 Portable Bomb Shelters for Residents of Northern Israel
Following President Trump’s announcement that the United States is withdrawing from the Iran Nuclear Deal, the IDF put the Golan on alert and instructed local authorities to open bomb shelters. Eli Malka, head of the Golan Heights Regional Council and Dimi Apartsev, head of the Katsrin Local Council, expressed deep concern for the lack of bomb shelters in the area. KKL-JNF’s Board of Directors and World Chairman Danny Atar responded immediately, holding a special conference call, and after consulting with the council heads, decided to provide 70 portable bomb shelters that will be in place by tomorrow morning, according to the needs expressed by the local authorities. 
KKL-JNF’s board also decided that if additional bomb shelters or any other similar equipment for the region will be required, we would provide it. 

KKL-JNF World Chairman, Danny Atar, declared that KKL-JNF is dedicated to communities in Israel’s periphery and to the Golan Heights in particular. We regularly express this commitment by contributing to development in these areas, particularly in times of emergency or security alerts when KKL-JNF can use its expertise to fulfill urgent needs.

In times of emergency KKL-JNF responds to the immediate needs of the country and those of the region's residents. These include: building bomb-proof play areas and rooms for kindergartens and nursery schools, purchasing and installing portable bomb shelters as required, hosting children from vulnerable areas at KKL-JNF Field and Forest centers and providing supervised activities for the children confined to bomb shelters that contribute to reducing stress and related damage to health incurred by living in the volatile region.

KKL-JNF, together with its partners worldwide, is always there, supporting the residents of confrontation line communities through thick and thin, before, during and after military confrontations.
