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Clean Up the World – 2009
Sometime in November this year, KKL-JNF will organize an International Clean Up Day, as in past years, as part of its activity in the global Clean Up the World organization. As always since we have begun participating in the project we are organizing extensive activity among students, soldiers and other groups of people from all parts of Israeli society. 
KKL-JNF's divisions of communications and education along with the Land Development Administration will be responsible for recruiting the various groups who will participate in the clean-up activity. They work together with local government, NGOs, schools the IDF and other relevant organizations. We hope to meet last year's record and involve 100,000 participants in this important activity this year as well. 
This year the focus will be on KKL-JNF forests, particularly community forests where extremely successful social-environmental processes are taking place between the forest and surrounding communities. The objective is to continue developing and expanding the commitment of communities to the forests surrounding their homes, neighborhoods and towns. 

Another focus of this year's activity will be on activity in peripheral areas in the Negev and the Galilee, and involving different segments of the population – of all faiths and religious outlooks.

Required Donation

Donors wishing to contribute to Clean Up the World activities can choose between countrywide activity to activities in peripheral areas. 

The Program

1. Countrywide program – the donation required to finance the countrywide program is 385,000 NIS. If this sum will not be obtained, KKL-JNF will fund about half the planned activity. 

2a. Anticipated participation: 100,000 participants

2b. Target population: school children, soldiers, students and the general public.

2c. Areas covered by the program: KKL-JNF forests, open areas and municipal areas throughout the country.

2d. Funding will cover the cost of plastic bags, gloves, shirts, hats, banners, guiding, security, transport, photography and documentation, production of publicity and thematic materials.
2. Activity in peripheral areas (Negev & Galilee) together with communities involved in sponsoring forests – this activity will take place contingent on receipt of a designated contribution of 8800 NIS.

2a. Lower Galilee – Balfour Community Forest near Migdal HaEmek – contingent on receipt of a donation of 3300 NIS.

a. Anticipated participation: a mixed Jewish / Moslem population of 3000
b. Target population: school children, residents, cleanliness trustees from Migdal HaEmek, students at the Migdal Ohr Youth Village in Migdal HaEmek and residents of the Arab village Yafia. 
c. Activity: clean-up in Balfour Forest, instruction in environmental themes, ecology and guided walks led by KKL-JNF guides.

2b. Negev – Rahat Forest and/or a forest in the Bene Shimon Regional Council – contingent on receipt of a donation of 5500 NIS. 

a. Anticipated participation: a mixed Bedouin / Jewish population of 5000.
b. Target population: school children, residents, cleanliness trustees from the Bedouin town of Rahat and the Bene Shimon Regional Council. 
c. Acitivity: clean-up in Rahat Forest, instruction in environmental themes. Some participants will visit the Duda'im Waste Treatment Plant. 
2c. Funding will cover the cost of plastic bags, gloves, shirts, hats, banners, guiding, security, transport, photography and documentation, production of publicity and thematic materials and ceremonies.
