What do trees do for humans?

Landscape and trees in particular, enhance the economic value of urban sites. Trees provide shade, create microclimates, and promote diversity. Sometimes they also add color

A mature tree purifies, cleans, and filters 100,000 cubic meters of polluted air every year; it also creates 700 kg of oxygen and absorbs 20 tonnes of carbon dioxide 

A mature tree absorbs 20 kg of dust every year, and takes in 80 kg of suspensions containing toxic metals (mercury, lead, lithium, etc.)

A tree planted close to a residential home functions as a natural acoustic wall, absorbing some of the noise from the surroundings 

The extensive root systems of mature systems can help moderate the impact of earthquakes

Economic surveys have found that apartments in shaded neighborhoods have a higher value. The price difference between two apartments of identical size and location, and on the same floor, one of which faces a park while the other faces a busy road, can be as high as 27 percent

Turnover at a mall established in a green setting is significantly higher than that at a mall in a non-green location

The alternative value of a mature tree with a trunk diameter of approximately 50 cm is at least NIS 20,000
