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Rationale of the Project:





Parks come in all shapes and sizes. Some are large landscape complexes involving varied scenery and offering diverse recreational opportunities. Others are small, intimate, community leisure areas. But they all have one thing in common - providing people with convenient access to nature and tranquility in a world growing busier and more crowded from day to day. In small, rural communities KKL parks are meeting places for families, where adults can relax at the end of a hard days work as their children play nearby.





KKL is active in creating all types of parks, every one carefully planned and designed with the utmost consideration for the natural environment. Each park typically centers on one or more themes relating to Israel's natural or cultural heritage. The KKL park at Kefar Tavor, Ma'ayan Park, was inaugurated as part of Kefar Tavor's 95th anniversary celebrations. The park surrounds the historic Mes'ha spring ("ma'ayan" in Hebrew), for which Kefar Tavor was originally named.

Forest Rehabilitation and Maintenance





Rationale





Trees in forests are like people: they live in different places, go through various stages in life (birth, growth and aging), and unfortunately sometimes experience catastrophes. Fires can destroy thousands of acres of forests (summer wildfires and war damage) as can pests and disease (such as the pine bast scale). Forestry policies change: in the early years of the State of Israel, our goal was to create green expanses, and the best trees were pine trees. Today we aim for long-term sustainable forests, which are usually a mixture of conifers and broad-leaved species, and plan the composition of each forest according to its habitat. These healthy forests are inhabited by hundreds of species of animals and plants – KKL-JNF's and your contribution to enhancing biodiversity in Israel.

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Kefar Tavor Park








Project Description





KKL-JNF forests suffer many different types of damage: fires, pests, diseases, weather (snow in the winter) and also from simple old age. Rehabilitating damaged forests and woods is a complex long-term project, and includes diverse tasks:


Planning the rehabilitation process.


Determining what to rehabilitate and to what extent: dealing with environmental issues such as which species to plant, whether to plant or wait for natural recuperation processes to occur and hundreds of other questions. 


Determining the desired type of forest – progressing from conifer monocultures to mixed plantations that encourage biodiversity.


At KKL-JNF we invest time and effort in finding the best way to deal with all these topics that are a major element in our forestry policy. Many different projects make up these efforts: research, planting, pruning, tending and monitoring.








Project Goals





To study how best to rehabilitate forests and formulate appropriate plans.





To repair damage to forests and landscapes in Israel.





To create sustainable forests and woodlands.
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
