Rationale





The Hula Valley is an area of great natural beauty, a focus of ornithological interest on an international level, and a potential tourist attraction that can play a pivotal role in revitalizing the entire north of Israel. Due to its importance, the Hula has always been at the top of Israel’s agricultural, economic and environmental agenda. During the 1950s, the goal was to dry the Hula swamps in order to combat malaria and create much-needed agricultural land. More recently, the need has been recognized to balance this approach with the opportunity to recreate the rich ecosystem that once flourished in the region, and to develop eco-tourism and other economic projects appropriate for the twenty-first century. The reintroduction of a river course as a central element of the valley is an important anchor of the restoration project. The riverside park will also provide an important feature for tourism in the area, including walking and cycling paths, small bridges, observation points for flora and fauna, and nesting groves for birds.

Project Description





Lake Agmon, in the center of the Hula Valley in the Galilee panhandle region, is the flagship KKL-JNF project in the north of Israel. Lake Agmon occupies part of the area once covered by the original Hula Lake, which was drained in the 1950s. The area was reflooded in the 1990s in order to restore the ecosystem that once flourished in the area. The lake attracts birds and ornithologists from throughout the world. The Hula Lake was a large widening of River Jordan, which once flowed through the center of the valley. As part of the restoration of the area, the historical course of the river has been restored. A park is planned alongside the course, and over 4000 trees have already been planted to provide hiding and nesting places for the avian population.





Location





The historical course of the River Jordan flows through the Hula Valley from north to south, approximately ten kilometers south of Qiryat Shemona.
