       Security: Security plantings along border communities and roads as protective camouflage • a network of agricultural security roads that allow residents of the area to move between their communities, reach their fields and transport children to school safely and securely. Thanks to the existence of these roads the people of the western Negev can move around safely even in times of danger • mobile bomb shelters. 
        Rest and recreation: Despite the volatile situation, the people of the western Negev try to continue living as normal a life as possible. The various KKL-JNF projects in the region, including community parks, restoring archaeological sites, stream bank rehabilitation, scenic lookouts, bicycle trails and recreation areas for families and people with disabilities, are important components that make this possible. They also contribute to attracting tourists to the area, which in turn helps the local economy.
        Strengthening the periphery: Preparing land for agriculture, building agricultural roads, reservoirs and dams, and infrastructure for expanding existing communities and developing new ones, KKL-JNF strengthens the local economy and helps the brave western Negev residents weather hard times and look forward to a better future. 
        Education: Green schoolyard development • a variety of environmental education activities • in times of emergency, children cooped up in bomb shelters are provided with fun and educational activities led by KKL-JNF guides.
        IDF: Picnic areas for rest and recreation • family-soldier meeting points • landscaping military bases in the Negev • hygiene kits for soldiers in combat. 
        R&D stations help keep Negev farmers at the forefront of an extremely competitive global produce market; constantly developing newer and better farming methods.
