Desert Afforestation





Rationale





The desert environment is characterized by dry streambeds (wadis) through which floodwaters flow in winter. The water erodes the fragile desert soils, washing away precious topsoil. KKL-JNF is actively involved in controlling soil erosion in many parts of the Negev. Proper management of soil and water resources, planting and preserving shrubs and trees are only a few of the methods we use to preserve the fragile desert ecosystem. As the limans develop and the trees grow they will serve as sources of food and shade for local Bedouin herds, and provide residents of the area with expanses of green for various types of recreation in nature.

Limans and Trees Preserve the Desert
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Project Description





Winter floodwaters are one of the main factors in desert soil erosion. Development plans for the city of Be'er Sheva will expand north to Nahal Karkor. KKL-JNF is now implementing an extensive desert afforestation plan in the area to create a green belt north of the city, which will serve a double purpose: preventing soil erosion and functioning as a "green lung" for the future residents of the area. 150 acres (60 hectares) of land are being planted, mostly in limans (tree clusters planted in reinforced water catchment basins). The limans will be planted with assorted fruit trees and in the areas between them will be acacias, tamarisks, jujubes and shrub clusters.





Location





Nahal Karkor, one of the tributaries of Nahal Gerar, is located about 20 kilometers north of Be'er Sheva, west of the main highway to the city.





Project Goals





To stop erosion by planting trees and shrubs to stabilize the soil.





To create a well-balanced ecosystem that includes the streambed and its surroundings, and its unique flora and fauna.





To develop a "green lung" for the future neighborhoods in the area.
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
