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KKL-JNF Forest Facts & Figures – 2012 
Forestry at KKL-JNF is planting trees and caring for them, preventing forest fires and fighting pests; people are an integral part of all its programs and developing sustainable forest parks that provide people with accessible nature is one of our major goals this year. 
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KKL-JNF’s forests include many different types of trees, and 90% of the land under our supervision is forested. Roads and firebreaks have been developed for tourism and fire prevention.
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Standard afforestation includes planting new forests as well as renewing existing ones. Below is data on new KKL-JNF plantings for 2012.
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Every year KKL-JNF prepares a planting program for the following year. Below is data for planned tree plantings for 2013:
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Trees are planted in forests in all KKL-JNF regions: south, center and north. 








Some of our forests date back more than 50 years ago, including expanses that we have no information about, as no regular records were kept.
